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Pascagoula & Biloxi Indians

When the territory which is now Jackson County, Misippi was first explored by the white man, it veesupied by the
Pascagoula, Moctobi, Capinans, Biloxand possibly other Indian tribes. The French @rstountered them at the building of
Fort Maurepas at Old Biloxy (present-day Oceanr&®)i in 1699 and Sauvolle wrote:

Du Pratz (1718 - 1726) has the following to sayheim:

This nation is situated on the shores of the baighvbears their names, which signifidsead Nation. Their nation is
composed of but one village, containing at most&fins. Some Canadians have established themsaaeshem, and they
live together like brothers, because the Canadtzgiag naturally peaceful, and understanding, tessithe character of the
natives, know how to live with the nations of Angexj but what contributes principally to this duepkace is that no soldier
frequents this nation. In speaking of the Natchieave shown how the presence of soldiers destheygdod understanding
which ought to be preserved with these people deioto obtain the advantages hoped for."

Many more visits were made during the two yearsteethe fort moved to Mobile.

The Pascagoulas were one of several tribes moveduisiana in 1764. From Hutchin's narrative it e@s that they settled
first on the west side of the Mississippi not fiaamh Red river, where they had a village countingr@@riors, but in 1787
permission was granted them to locate at the cenéle of the Rigolet du Bon Dieu and Red river, @nigsion confirmed in
1792. Their chief, called Louis de Blanc, occup@deminence at the upper end of this territory theit principal village was
on a point called Mount Pleasant. In 1795 the Bal®i€rondelet desired that the Pascagoula shoudddmmbled, elect a
chief and form a new village on Catahoula bayouifstead they determined to move to Bayou Boeufsatilied on the
Choctaw land there the same year. Land was grainéea by a body of Choctaw, who had been the firghaike this bayou
their home. Just below them were the Biloxi, whd peeceded them by a year or two. The sale wasrowed on May 5,
1805. ThePascagoulasigners wer¢he chiefs, Big Bread, La Culote Ajadonah, Cosauh, Ningo and Big Head.

More information gathered prior to 1798 says:

"Pascagolas live in a small village on Red river, abd@@ miles below Natchitochesare emigrants from Pascagola river, in
west Florida; 25 men of them only remaining; spketbilian, but have a language peculiar to themsglweost of them speak
and understand French. They raise good crops ofammt garden vegetables; have cattle, horses antilypplenty. Their
horses are much like (those of) the poorer kinBrefhich inhabitants on the river and (they) appeéivé about as well.

The French planted the first Colony on
Mississippi soil at present-day Ocean Springs,
and it was called Old Biloxy. While looking for &
suitable place to build the fort, the mouth of the
West Pascagoula River was explored but was
found to be obstructed with oyster reefs. They
returned to east Biloxi Bay where Fort Maurepe
was erected while Iberville and Bienville
explored the Gulf Coast area. By 1702, the site
was proven unsuitable and the seat of the Fren
government was moved to Twenty-seven mile
Bluff, above present day Mobile where they bui
Fort Louis. In 1711 the government moved dow

LaPointe-Krebs House, popularly known as the Carte de la Louisiane Par Le St. D'Anville

Old Spanish Fort and is the oldest known
residence in the Mississippi Valley.

1721 - THE CHAUMONT CONCESSION

One of the investors in John Law's Company of trestWas a wealthy Parisian bureaucrat naftrg@dine Chaumont who,
through his wifeMarie-Catherine Barre, theMadame Chaumont, was issued 1,700 shares valued at 850,000 lignes.
December 26,1719 the Chaumonts were granted thdefdathe Chaumont Concession. The plantation weatéd on a bend of the
Pascagoula River now called Prichard's Landing athidy-seven miles from the river's mouth and atbane mile south of the
present Wade bridge.

Officials were engaged and a Parisian architedgded and constructed the buildings of the plaotatlhe Director Revillon and
workers arrived on th&irondeat Ship Island outside the port of Biloxi in Janyad. 721. The grant consisted of about 25 square
miles or approximately 16,000 acres. Revillon'oodts were shortly placed on the Pascagoula antbpuork. By 1732 the
concession had failed.

The first account of Hugo Krebs' cotton gin wastteri in 1772 by Bernard Romans, an English trayéletanist and promoter
whose duty it was to find commercial opportunitie8ritish West Florida and report them to the hagoeernment. His report on
his findings in this southern region tells of aitvie the Pascagoulas in 1772 where he finds Krffisient gin and describes it in
his report to English interests. Krebs was suspiiaf the British and avoided any publicity. Headisembled his gin to prevent
copying of his design, and never patented it, winels compared in later years to Eli Whitney's gt tvas not invented until
1792.

1805 - SPAIN'S LAST DAYS

by Francisco Bellestre and later, Francisco Herieetl Hevia,
tried to arm the residents with guns and ammunfiordefense
against the enengorsairs that sat off the coast. Most of the
French residents here were indifferent, uncooperatnd just
wanted to be left alone.

1810 - REPUBLIC OF WEST FLORIDA

On September 26, 1810 an assembly met at St. Braltesi

Dupree, who lived on the Pascagoula River, neat ighaown
as Pree Eddy or Pree Creek, presented a petitiopciby 34
settlers of what is present-day Jackson County r@&rjp
sometimes referred to as a pirate and cohort dfteatised this
time period to loot and harass the citizens ofRhecagoula area
By the13th of December 1810the blue flag with a single white
star, the Republic of West Florida, flew over Jack€ounty.

1838 - SHIPBUILDING

In addition to the early Krebs and Beebe familigmviurnished shipbuilding
skills for the people's needs, a new shipyard ajgoeia 1838. Ebenezer
Clark, a New Yorker, moved his operation from Mehib Clark's Bayou,
north of Escatawpa at the Three Rivers area. Higsdbg details work from

1840 - JOHN GRANT - ENGINEER and STATESMAN

Captain John Grant, born Nov. 25, 1796, moved sz&goula from Mobile in
1840. This ingenious inventor, engineer and letpslperfected a harbor
dredge at the age of 25 that is still used in bdgclge design today. Grant
invested $100,000 of his own money, built his deedgd had a six foot pass
completed by the fall of 1839 known as Grant's Rdssh stretched from
Mobile Bay into the Mississippi Sound. When he ntbte Pascagoula in
1840, he dredged the east branch of the Pascagbidh diverted shipping
from the west river thus developing the beach arehthe east Pascagoula
River section of present-day Pascagoula. He algmeered the first "floating
dock" which adjusted itself to the ship's decksléading and unloading
regardless of the tide or water level. Grant hatié®in Pascagoula, Mobile,
Covington, and in New Orleans, where he died.

COUNTY IS DIVIDED

Harrison County was created in 1841 from a cut from the westerhgfalackson Countyas well as a portion of the eastern part
of Hancock County. In 1847, the northern-most township of Jacksoar@pwas added to Greene County because thosersettl
didn't like traveling so far to the courthouse1B10, still another county was formed from the twp townships in Jackson County
and the two bottom townships Gfeene Countyand was nameGeorgeCounty. According the newspaper reports in 1951, steps
were taken by Biloxi officials to create a new cturaking territory from east Harrison County andsivJackson County to be
calledGulf County, with Biloxi as the capitol. When the paper wor&sadone, it had reduced Jackson below the 400 esauitas
minimum needed to maintain a county. This was miagain in 1953, but was dropped. Another propwmaalbrought up in 1964
to form a new county between Highway 15 and neghttay 57 at Vancleave and the name was td'lberville County. Nothing
further was done to actually create these couripgsals, and one official termed the move as "Bigam of Sorehead
Politicians". The county line still stands as ceehin 1841.

1848 - TELEGRAPH LINES
The first telegraph lines were laid across Jack3ouanty in 1848.

1848 - CAMP JEFFERSON DAVIS

Immediately following the Mexican War, which ended-ebruary 1848General Twiggschose a site o&reenwood Island, near
the village of East Pascagouldor his brigade and other troops.

It closekB55 after extensive damage from the great éamg of 1852 and the lack of
patients. The Asylum was located brb acres just north of present-day Pascagoula Bdapark which also held aurial

ground for soldiers who died while here. In 1860 mosthaf buildings on the site were practically swepapmto the sea by a
hurricane. The military reservation was abandometiactically forgotten by State and Federal goremnts. A small portion of
Southern troops stayed at Pascagoula for a shaet #hn order was given to remove the graves thastnot been proven that they
were actually moved. Including the soldiers of Mhexican War and Confederate soldiers, they mayeleral hundred graves of
which there are no visible signs, located on tlweigds of Camp Jefferson Davis and the Military Agyl In 1907, the lands of
Camp Jefferson Davis were sold to Alfred L. Dantzle

In 1989, the remains ¢ivo youngsoldiersstill in their coffins were unearthed from the slon what is now known as
Greenwood Island, where Camp Jefferson Davis weada. For ten years the bones were stored insh dotiege science lab.
They were taken from the lab with the permissiothefVeterans Administration. The 1989 investigatid the soldier's remains
and a button found in the coffins identified thesm@mbers of Shield's Brigade in the Mexican WarThey were among
thousands of soldiers returning from the wait&#8and had been assigned to Camp Jefferson Davi€88 they were taken with
permission from the Veteran's Administration by Bogansen, local military historian, wrapped iniéitary issue blanket and
placed in cypress coffins lined with coarse bluenkkts. The coffins were built without nails, sathdeing oiled and finished by the
Boy Scout Troop 220 of Moss Point, headed by scaster, Harry McDonald. At a special ceremony tHdists werere-interred

in graves in the Biloxi NationalCemeterywith color guard and proper honors. Their gravesmaarked with headstones that
represent thenly two unknown soldiers to be buried at the Bilokcemetery. An historical marker has been approved by the

Due to the persistence of Yellow fever, a BoartHe#lth was
established and a quarantine physician appointed.

1882 - FIRST BANK CHARTERED
The first bank was chartered by W.H. Brumble in2,88vo years
later the Scranton Bank was opened by H.F. Krebs.

1884 - RAILROAD LINKS TOWNS
In 1884 the Moss Point, Scranton & East Pascagealmoad Company began operation, running downgmteday Market Street,
linking the three communities.

1886 - SCRANTON INCORPORATED
Scranton was incorporated as a town in 1886.

1892 - EAST PASCAGOULA INCORPORATED
East Pascagoula was incorporated as a villaged2 48d a town in 1896.

1893 - HURRICANE STRIKES
Widespread destruction from a hurricane

1896 - PASCAGOULA COMMERCIAL CLUB
The Pascagoula Commercial Club was establishedasrnner to the Chamber of Commerce.




1900 - MOSS POINT MERCHANTS ASSOCIATION

The Pascagoula Commercial Club and the Moss Poémthénts Association was well established by theafiyear ending June
30, 1900. The Pascagoula Port was the key to 800@&cres of long leaf yellow pine besides an atrmobmited supply of hard
woods of

every kind. There were twenty major manufactureid exporters of lumber at the Port of Pascagoula svdaily capacity of mills
at 1,000,000 feet.

1903 - STREETCARS

1903 - PASCAGOULA COMMERCIAL CLUB BOASTS

In 1903 the Pascagoula Commercial Club boasted of:

1911- SOUTHERN PAPER COMPANY

While in England in 1908, John Lewis Dantzler (186825) consulted with experts that eventually ethe founding of the
Southern Paper Company . He was advised to serglesof sawmill waste to Sweden so that the newgs® of making sulphate
paper might be tried on long leaf yellow pine. Tharges loaded with round wood and two barges loadbdslabs were sent to
Ship Island where the wood was transferred to stesuound for Sweden. The message was sent b&aataler that paper could
be made from yellow pine and after the necessamsnpaghts were secured, the Southern Paper Compas incorporated on
October 25, 1911. On November 1, 1911, the firtlipiannouncement was made that a pulp mill was $odbe constructed in the
Moss Point region. The proposed mill site was learEscatawpa River, two miles from Moss Point v miles from Laine.On
May 5, 1928 an agreement between southern Papaharaternational Paper Company was signed in Mewk. Control of the
company was transferred to International Paper Gompy June 15, 1928 and was callled Southern Kraft Division of the
International Paper Company.

PASCAGOULA - KREBSVILLE - EAST PASCAGOULA - SCRANTO N

From the time the French landed on the easterregfdBiloxy Bay, this area was called Pascagoulthénearly government
documents and Catholic records. It was called Rmada because of the small tribes of Pascagoulansdhat lived along the
river. This area encompassed the entire river kasihalong the outside of the river from the mowththe east and west branches
up to where the river divided from the ChickasawRayer. It was the stopping place for many trav&kend couriers on their way
to Mobile and New Orleans. Priests reached out footh the Mobile and New Orleans Diocese to perforamy marriage and
baptismal ceremonies at the "house of LaPoint®aatagoula.

The tow8srafhton and East
Pascagoula finally were combined into the Cityo$d¢zaoula in 1904, while the post office names rasththe same until the
Scranton railroad station changed its name to Bastain October 1910. From that date on, Pascageas to be the official
name for the whole city.

OCEAN SPRINGS, CITY OF DISCOVERY

On April 8, 1699, Iberville selected the site oépent-day Ocean Springs to build the fort for thet $ettlement by the French for
Colonial Louisiana.

WEST PASCAGOULA - GAUTIER

This scenic and historic area was settled in thiesaiventeen hundreds by the Baudreaus, Paquegs,Bardners and several
other families who didn't stay, but had moved oiN&w Orleans. Edwin Lewis owned most of the landr@Mississippi Sound
and up the west bank of the river in the early 1826at he inherited through marriage to MargeeBiaudreau. The area that
would eventually carry the railroad across the teas previously named White's Point for James &/kitresident and syndic in
1805. The name was changed to West Pascagoul3ih D&scendants of the original settlers werelstilg along the sound, at
the mouth of the river and at Mary Walker BayouteAfrelocating from his homestead on the Tchoutagtih River in Harrison
County, Fernando Gautier established his familyh@nbanks of the Pascagoula in 1866 where thenatiiouse still stands. He
began sawmill operations and by 1870 he had aitigriumber business called Fernando Gautier ang.S&a result of Fernando
Gautier and his family, a small community begadewgelop on the west Pascagoula River. Soon, theN_Railroad started a large
creosote works to furnish piling and bridge timbfensits own lines and for other railroads as will1898, a US Postal Office was
established and called Gautier.

L & N erected a station on its line in 1902 andexhit West Pascagoula. The railroad recognizedi€ain 1910 and later ceased
operations there in November 1954.

The city of Gautier was incorporated in 1986.

MOSSY POINT - MOSS POINT

The area known d3antzler Point, at theconfluence of the Pascagoula and Escatawpa Rivergas at one time callddossey
Point. The first sawmill in this area was establishedrrhis point in 1830 on Beardslee's Lake abouthwadred yards from the
point. Timber and logs were floated down the PasakgRiver to the mill and the logmen who rodelthgerafts also referred to the
point as "Mossey Point". Today that point is knoaenGriffin Point, for William Griffin. The few redents received mail addressed
to "Elder's Ferry, Mississippi, until 1867 when the post office was named "Moss Poinand by which name this place has since
been known. After the Civil War, the lumber and salivbusiness revived and by the close of the agntdoss Point was a

lumber empire. In the late 1890's and early 1900's there weedvensawmills on the river, and all but three wiartoss Point
