Four Vessels From This Plac€&he late Storm off the coast of Texas on the 4thabhd 6th of
the present month proved most disastrous to Paslzadour vessels belonging to this place
being lost, or much injured, while some persond lwebwn to the community lost their lives.
TheTexas Rangewasbuilt at Moss Point last winter,Messrs Denny & Co, being the
principal owners partly owned by Capt. Buchanan, her buildemandCaptain. Last May she
was sunk in the Mississippi river and badly injyreds repaired at much expense, and on her
first trip thereafter, bound for Indianola, fromraewith a load of lumber for Westhoff & Co.,
encountered the storm, and now lies bottom up hatfemile north of Brazos bar, on Padre
Island.

Where vessels of five and six hundred tons burderan come within four miles of
the shore in a perfectly sheltered roadstead, and wheréinbet description of logs can be
furnished to the mills at $5 per thousand feeas @vident that there must exist the best possible
facilities for the lumber business- facilities aaivantages possessed by no other port on the Gulf
or Atlantic coast, and which have engaged the @tieiof many capitalist and business men.
Three-fourths of the pine lumber now shipped to Ninleans comes out of Pascagoula river, and
immense quantities are shipped to Northern portgldad, the West Indies, Mexico and South
America. It is well known that the best lumberioeg of the North are fast being deprived of
their forests; the lumber supply from Maine isdpid process of exhaustion; New York has to
get much of her lumber from remote regions of Canadd Wisconsin and Minnesota cannot
long sustain the drain upon them for the enormaumsahds for lumber in the great West.

We have on the Pascagoula and its tributariesethaustible supply of timber, enough to fill
all demands for a century to come, not only of hpare lumber but also of cypress, oak of
various kinds, ash, gum, hickory, poplar, walnu aadar; moreover the heart pine lumber is at
least a hundred per cent more valuable for mangqaas than the soft pine and spruce of
Northern forest.

Spars have been shipped for the last thirty-five yas from the Pascagoulaegion to
England, France and Spain. A single piece ninetyfet long, and a foot square at the upper
end is said to have been shipped from here. Thaseneus tracts of pine woods, which can now
be bought very low, will soon be sought for as@ifable investment. There are admirable
locations for at least a hundred saw mills withirenty miles of the mouth of Pascagoula river,
which can now be had for a few dollars, but whitlaishort time will command high figures, and
they are sure to come into demand.
